Queen Anne Serving Table
Circa 1740-1750

The original of this graceful serving table was built in
the Queen Anne style around 1745, possibly in Phila-
delphia.

It is primarily a dining room piece and the marble top
allowed the housewife, or servants, to place hot dishes
on it without fear of damage to the table. In addition,
the contrast of the marble to the rich mahogany ﬁnf :

provided a decorative touch to theroom. = il
This type of table was equally at home in a large hall,
the library, or even as a dressing table.

The original cabriole legs were graced by delicate shell
carvings on the knees of the front legs and ended with
trifid feet on all four legs. We have given you a head
start on your decorating by reproducing the shell carv-
ing on the apron of your table.

Although marble was quarried in the Northeastern
region of the Colonies early in the 18th Century it was
fairly rare in furniture construction until the 19th
Century.

SANDING

Before assembly, sand all the outer surfaces of individual
parts with 220 grit sandpaper, or finer, sanded in the same
direction as the wood grain until the surface is smooth. Take
care not to round any edges or corners of the pieces. Finish
sanding with 280 grit sandpaper.

PRE-ASSEMBLY

A. After sanding, check the proper location and fit of each
part by assembling parts loosely, without gluing. Use the
DETAIL VIEWS as a guide.

B. All parts for X-ACTO kits are made on precision milling
machines. When adjustments are required, sand to fit.

This will produce the authentic
finish of the period in which the original Furniture was produced.
When not using X-ACTO glue follow manufacturer’s directions.

GLUING

A.  Glue should be applied in small amounts to surface being
joined. When gluing dado joints apply glue to dado only.

B. To ensure a tight fit, squeeze excess glue out of the joints.
Hold glued parts together with clamps, rubber bands or weights
on the parts.

C. Wipe off excess glue promptly.

D. Be sure a glued assembly has dried thoroughly before
adding parts.

FINISHING

The X-ACTO Professional Finishing Kit enables you to finish
your furniture by the same process used by the professional
furniture maker. The end resuit is what is important — there
are easier methods, but none that will give the quality results
that this process will. If you use a finish other than X-ACTO'’s,
refer to the manufacturer’s directions.
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Step 1

A. Assemble frame by gluing
side aprons (33} and end aprons
(34) into notches of corners
(35). Top edges of all parts
should be flush. Square assembly
and allow glue to set.

SAND ROUND

ALL EDGES FINISHED
ONE QUARTER LEG
ROUND

NOTE: Legs may be shaped
prior to assembly sanding as
shown.

A. Shape legs (24) and glue C. After finishing glue base
them in place on the bottom assembly to the marble top (36)
corners of the frame. using either a tacky white glue

or a ‘super’’ type glue. Inspect
B. Apply Final Finish to the top prior to installing so that
table base at this time. best side is installed up.
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
